Mission Statement: 

The mission of the Churchill Community High School Wall of Honour is to recognize and honour alumni who 

have demonstrated excellence in the field of athletics, the arts, distinguished alumni (science, technology, 

engineering, mathematics, social/political science, humanities), as a Cultural Ambassador, and/or Community 

Builder/Entrepreneur. The Wall of Honour will also recognize and honour individuals who may or may not be 

Churchill graduates but have made significant contributions to the school community. 

 

Nomination Criteria: 

Churchill alumni must have been out of high school for a minimum of SEVEN years and Churchill faculty or 

staff must have left their position for a minimum of FIVE years. (The faculty/alumni time requirement may be 

waived by the Churchill Hall of Fame Committee in special circumstances.) Posthumous nominations will also 

be accepted. Self-nominations will not be accepted. 

 

Nomination Process: 

Nominations for the 2019/2020 round of inductees for the Churchill Community High School Wall of Honour 

will be open from January 13, 2020 to April 3, 2020. Nomination forms may be obtained from the Churchill 

Community High School office, downloaded from the school website, accessed using the Google Forms link 

below or from the Churchill Community High School Facebook page. Nominators are asked to check one or 

more of the categories that apply to the person they are nominating, fill in all contact information, and support 

their nomination by listing relevant information about the person’s accomplishments. Once nominated, a nominee 

will be considered for 3 subsequent years without having to be re-nominated. You must also include a minimum of 

ONE letter of support from another person.

Each year, the new members of the Churchill Community High School Wall of Honour will be announced at 

an assembly in June with the school population and invited inductees via video link or in person. 

 

Wall of Honour. 

The CCHS Wall of Honour is located near the front entrance at Churchill Community High School where 

members of the public, faculty, and students will have the opportunity to see photos of the honourees and read a 

brief biography of their accomplishments. 

Churchill Community High School Wall of Honour Committee: 

The committee consists of members whose duties include: 

• Evaluating nominations and voting for inductees 

• Providing press releases and announcing new inductees at the School Assembly in May/June 

• Updating the Churchill Community High School website with Wall of Honour information 

• Overseeing the public display for the Wall of Honour 

• Evaluating Wall of Honour procedures annually and revising as necessary.

• Recognizes former Churchill Community High School teachers, administrators, coaches or staff whose 

professional excellence and outstanding dedication have influenced or inspired their students in the areas of academic achievement, 

athletics, culture and/or the arts. 

____ Cultural Ambassador: 
• Recognizes individuals who have made exceptional contributions as a cultural ambassador I.e.  

• school or community in a positive manner, fostering good relationships with others 

• cares about bringing people together while remaining loyal to the place being represented 

• demonstrates expertise in their knowledge of cultural practices 
 

____ Community Builder/Entrepreneur: 

• Recognizes individuals who have made exceptional contributions benefiting the community as a volunteer or entrepreneur. 

____ Special Contributors: 

• Recognizes individuals who have made exceptional contributions benefiting the students
